= Step 1: Go to Articles, Research & More from the library homepage

= Step 2: Choose the database you want to search.

To find out the database location of a specific journal title, search in Online Periodicals.

= Step 3: Search the database — limit your search to “full-text”

= Step 4: In the citation/article record, there is a line that reads "Persistent link to this
record.” This is the link you can use in Blackboard to ensure students can access articles
on or off campus. Copy and paste the link into your course, e-mail, or document.

OTHER TYPES OF LINKS THAT CAN BE CREATED

> Link to a Database Go to Articles, Research & More and then click on the A-Z List of

Databases. Right click on name of the database and choose “Copy Shortcut”. No need to add
proxy address.

Link to a search in Ebscohost or particular issue of periodical Search in
Ebsco, “Display Link to this Search,” Copy and Paste.

Link to a journal in Ebsco, ProQuest, NewsBank (TX), some Gale

databases, ProQuest Newsstand, or WilsonWeb Search in Online Periodicals,

right click on link to database that houses title and choose “Copy Shortcut.”

Link to an E-book Find record in Online Catalog, right click on link in record and choose

“Copy Shortcut.”
