Core Curriculum Report, April 2024 Board Meeting:

The THECB allows each public institution of higher education one update to their core a year. The goal in any change to MCC’s core curriculum is better service to our students as they advance towards the workforce and/or make plans to transfer to universities. Thus, in any change we are attempting to meet the needs of local industry and transferring institutions (especially our partners in the University Center).

The general education core curriculum will automatically transfer into a Bachelor’s degree program at any state-supported college or university in Texas. Students completing the core at McLennan can be assured that they have satisfied the core curriculum requirements for all other state-supported colleges in Texas.   

Based on their analysis, the core curriculum committee of the faculty recommends adding the following courses to our 2024-25 Core Curriculum. Any addition must be approved by the THECB, so all proposed changes are provisional in nature.

With upcoming additions and changes to various Fields of Study from the Texas Higher Education Coordinating Board, Foreign Languages will become a requirement for numerous transfer degree pathways. Therefore, it is necessary to add first-year foreign languages to the core curriculum. The following foreign language courses were recommended by the Core Curriculum Committee to be added to the Language, Philosophy, & Culture component area of McLennan’s core curriculum: SPAN 1411, SPAN 1412, FREN 1411, FREN 1412, GERM 1411, GERM 1412, RUSS 1411, RUSS 1412, SGNL 1401, SGNL 1402.
In 2023, DRAM 2366 (Film Appreciation) was added to the Core Curriculum as a Creative Arts option. This course is also cross-listed in the ACGM as COMM 2366, so the Core Curriculum Committee recommends adding COMM 2366 to the Communications component area. This course provides a broad overview of cinematic arts and the film industry while addressing analysis, criticism, production, history, and social impact.


Attached is the proposed 2024-25 Core Curriculum with our current offerings plus recommended additions. Upon the Board’s approval, the Dean, Arts and Sciences will submit any updates to the THECB to be effective in Fall 2024.
